There have been some videos emerging online which
look to blame the Muslim community in the UK for
breaking the lockdown rules, including mislabelling old
videos of outdoor prayers in London and presenting
them as occurring in this lockdown period. 
 
Mosques across the country are closed and
gatherings (both formal and informal) associated
with Ramadan have been cancelled.
 
 
 

A large theory that has been popularised in far-right
spaces is that Coronavirus has been manufactured to

promote immigration and an agenda of the
'replacement' of white people, including how figures

have been overinflated to highlight Black Asian Minority
Ethnic (BAME) deaths. 

 
Evidence suggests that the working age BAME

population in the UK are more likely to be employed
in key worker roles and this is likely to be one

reason they are over-represented in counts.
